ANNEXATION RESOLUTION C-2010-04-03-A


RESOLUTION of the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of North East, adopted pursuant to the authority of Article XI-E of the Constitution of Maryland and Section 19 of Article 23A of the Annotated Code of Maryland, 1957, (2005 Replacement Volume), entitled “Corporation, Municipal,” subtitle “Home-Rule,” subheading “Annexation,” for the enlargement of the corporate boundaries of said Town by the annexation of certain land contiguous to and adjoining the existing corporate area.


WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 19(c) of Article 23A of the Annotated Code of Maryland, at least 25% of those individuals residing within the area proposed to be annexed who are registered voters in County Elections have consented to the annexation of the Subject Property; the Petitioner is the owner of not less than twenty-five percent (25%) of the assessed valuation of the real property located in the area proposed to be annexed; and that the Petitioner has petitioned the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of North East to annex said area into the corporate boundaries of the Town of North East; and


WHEREAS, upon presentation of the Petition for Annexation to the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of North East, the presiding officer thereof caused to be made a verification of the signatures thereon and determined that at least 25% of those individuals residing within the area proposed to be annexed who are registered voters in County Elections have consented to the annexation of the Subject Property and that the Petitioner is the owner of not less than twenty-five percent (25%) of the assessed valuation of the real property located in the area proposed to be annexed; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Commissioners, upon proper verification of the requirements of the laws of the State of Maryland as set forth above, have caused this resolution to be introduced so as to annex said property into the corporate boundaries and taxable limits of the Town of North East.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of North East that the corporate limits of the Town of North East as filed with the Town Hall of North East, the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Cecil County, and the Department of Legislative Reference, as provided for in the Charter of the Town of North East shall be amended to include the following described property.


10.785 acres of land, more or less, to be annexed by the Town of North East, Fifth Election District, Cecil County, Maryland and more particularly described as follows to wit:

BEGINNING for BEGINNING for the same at a point on the southernmost right-of-way line of U.S. Route 40, a 150’ wide right-of-way (as shown S.R.C. Plat No. 3571), and at the intersection of the division line of lands now or formerly of Stony Creek Land Company, LLC (see W.L.B. 838/232) and the herein described lands as shown on a subdivision plat entitled “Add-on Subdivision Plan on Part of the Lands of George C. Rhudy and Lizzetta L. Rudy” recorded in the plat records of Cecil County, Maryland in Plat Cabinet 1108, Folio 30 and filed in the Cecil County Office of Planning and Zoning as Minor Subdivision No. 3677.

THENCE, leaving said beginning point so fixed and binding on the westernmost outline of the aforementioned lands of Stony Creek Land Company, LLC and part of the westernmost outline of lands now or formerly of North East Station, Inc. (see N.D.S. 286/564)

1. South 45° 53’ 07” East 533.05 feet, to an iron pin with cap found; THENCE, still with the westernmost outline of lands now or formerly of North East Station., Inc., the four following courses and distances:

2. South 72° 06’ 25” West 469.87 feet, to an iron pipe found, thence;

3. South 04° 16’ 42” East 105.56 feet, to an iron pipe found, thence;

4. South 01° 21’ 41” West 55.50 feet, to an iron pipe found, and thence;

5. South 83° 32’ 32” West 131.83 feet, to an iron pipe found;

THENCE, leaving the North East Station, Inc. lands and running for five new lines of division through the lands now or formerly of George C. Rhudy and Lizzetta L. Rhudy (see W.L.B 616/26)

6. North 74°34’ 42” West 395.62 feet, to a point, thence; 

7. North 17° 32’ 55” West 151.88 feet, to a point, thence, crossing over the terminus of a newly created 60’ wide right-of-way;

8. South 72° 27’ 05” West 60.00 feet, to a point, thence binding on the westernmost side of the newly created right-of-way;

9. North 17° 32’ 55” West 243.70 feet, to a point, and thence;

10. North 62° 32’ 55” West 42.43 feet, to a point on the southernmost right-of-way line of the aforementioned U.S. Route 40;

THENCE, binding on the southernmost right-of-way line of U.S. Route 40, the three following courses and distances:

11. North 72° 27’ 05” East 708.75 feet, to a point, thence;

12. South 17° 32’ 55” East 39.00 feet, to a point, and thence;

13. North 72° 27’ 05” East 101.60 feet, to the place of beginning.

CONTAINING in all 10.785 acres of land, more or less, as surveyed by McCrone, Inc. Registered Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors in November of 2006.

BEING or intending to be all those lands denoted as Parcel No. 3 and part of Parcel No. 1 as described in a Deed of Conveyance from George C. Rhudy and Lizzetta L. Rhudy, his wife, to George C. Rhudy, Trustee under a Revocable Trust Agreement dated September 11, 1996 with George C. Rhudy, Settlor, as may be amended, or his successors in trust, and Lizzetta L. Rhudy, Trustee under a Revocable Trust Agreement dated September 11, 1996 with Lizzetta L. Rhudy, Settlor, as may be amended, or her successors in trust dated September 23, 1996 and recorded among the land record books of Cecil County, Maryland in Liber W.L.B. 616, Folio 26.

SUBJECT to the use in common with others, a 60’ wide right-of-way running from U.S. Route 40 to the remaining lands of George C. Rhudy and Lizzetta L. Rhudy and bordering on the westernmost side of the above described parcel of land and being shown on the aforementioned subdivision plat.

BEING ALSO SUBJECT to the use in common with others, an existing 20’ wide permanent utility easement granted to the Cecil County Commissioners and recorded in the land records of Cecil County, Maryland in Liber W.A.S. 363, Folio 635.

The parcels making up the area proposed to be annexed into the Town of North East are currently zoned Multifamily Residential District (“RM”) under the Cecil County Zoning Ordinance and upon annexation the subject property shall be designated Multifamily Residential District (“RM-C”) with the “HCOD” Highway Corridor Overlay District pursuant to the zoning ordinance of the Town of North East.

The intent of the “RM-C” Multifamily Residential District Regulations is to provide for land where existing residential development has already taken place or will have taken place prior to annexation.  Development in this District shall provide for detached single family dwellings, two family dwellings, duplexes, townhouses, multifamily dwellings, apartments, non profit, religious, education and philanthropic institutions, accessory buildings and use and Type 1 Home Based Business subject to the standards in Section 6-28 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of North East.  All development in this District shall provide for adequate pedestrian access throughout the development.  Parking areas shall be separated from the main vehicular circulation system.   Development shall be designed in such a way to allow for adequate access throughout the site for emergency vehicles and apparatuses.  All areas not occupied by buildings, roads, parking areas, service areas or other required or permitted uses including open spaces and usable recreation areas shall be landscaped by lawns, trees, shrubs, gardens, or other suitable ground cover.   The Zoning Ordinance of the Town of North East, Maryland includes development design standards intended to improve highway safety and the visual quality associated with highway commercial uses within the Town of North East.

A copy of an annexation exhibit plat detailing the property to be annexed is available for inspection at the Town Hall in North East during normal business hours.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESLOVED that the persons and property included within the aforementioned boundaries as property to be annexed shall be subject to all provisions of the Charter, laws and ordinances heretofore enacted or those subsequently enacted by the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of North East, and in addition, all of the Public Local Laws or Public General Laws heretofore or subsequently passed by the Maryland Legislature on behalf of the Town of North East.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the property being annexed herein into the municipal limits of the Town shall be subject to levy for Town taxes, including real estate and personal property taxes.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Planning Commission of the Town of North East will made a recommendation to the Mayor and Commissioners regarding the proposed annexation during their May 18, 2010 meeting at the North East Town Hall.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Commissioners of the Town of North East will hold a public hearing in regard to the enactment of this Resolution on June 9, 2010, at the Town Hall, North East, Maryland at 7:00 p.m.


AND BE IT FURHTER RESOLVED that notice of said hearing and of the proposed change in the Town boundaries, and the conditions and circumstances applicable as provided for in this Resolution, shall be published in the Cecil Whig, a newspaper of general circulation in the Town of North East on the following dates: May 5, 2010 and May 12, 2010 and shall be posted on the Town of North East website.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall become effective forty-five (45) days after its final enactment, unless a proper petition for a referendum hereon shall be filed as permitted by law.  A copy of this Resolution will be posted in the Town Hall of North East until the effective date of this Resolution which is anticipated to be July 24, 2010.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, immediately upon the first publication of the public notice concerning the hearing to be held with regard to this Resolution, a copy of said Resolution shall be provided to the County Commissioners of Cecil County and to the Director of Planning and Zoning of Cecil County, Maryland and to the Maryland State Department of Planning.  Each of these agencies and jurisdictions shall have the first right to be heard at the scheduled public hearing, after which the hearing shall be open to the general public


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Commissioners of North East shall introduce and adopt an annexation plan for the area proposed to be annexed, which plan shall be open to public review and discussion at the public hearing concerning this Resolution, and which plan shall also be provided to the County Commissioners of Cecil County, to the Director of Planning and Zoning for Cecil County, Maryland and to the Department of State Planning at least thirty (30) days prior to said public hearing.  Said plan shall contain a description of the land use pattern proposed for the area to be annexed; shall demonstrate the available land for public facilities which may be considered reasonably to be necessitated by the proposed use such as school sites, water or sewage treatment facilities, libraries, recreation, fire or police; and shall contain a schedule for extending to the area to be annexed each municipal service performed within the municipality as well as a statement as to the general methods by which the extension of these services shall be financed.


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon the effective date of this Resolution, a copy of same shall be sent to the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Cecil County, and the Maryland Department of Legislative Reference.


The Charter amendment and annexation enacted by the aforegoing Resolution shall become effective on the 24th  day of July, 2010, unless a proper petition for referendum has been filed with the Town prior to that date.
